Voice-over commentary for the webcast will be provided by event announcers and
augmented by renowned television broadcaster Nancy Wetmore.

The penultimate event of the Horse Show, the $75,000 Ricoh Big Ben International
Challenge for International jumpers (Saturday, November 14th) has been sold-out for
nearly a month, making the webcast the only way to watch if you don’t already have
tickets. The Horse Show is not just about the jumpers though — the webcast will
include all the action and antics from the Ontario Toyota Dealers Royal Rodeo, the
elegance and artistry of the CDI 3* Dressage Freestyle Presented by Dominion
Regalia, the pageantry of Green Meadows Coaching, the excitement of the Good
Crop Services Indoor Eventing, the high-stepping hackneys and of course the
family-favourite President’s Choice® SuperDogs.
