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Rules and Regulations
1.	 All sheep must have National I.D. tags (CSIP) in place.
2.	 This show (sections 500-509) is recognized as a purebred show (unless specific classes 

state otherwise) and as such, registration will be governed by Livestock Rules and 
Regulations # 4.

3.	 An exhibitor is allowed to make 10 entries per breed: 
a.	 Rams – 3 entries per class
b.	 Yearling Ewe – 3 entries
c.	 Ewe Lambs – 4 entries
The maximum number of entries a breeding unit may show is 8 animals in single 
classes, with a maximum of 3 entries per class.  In group classes only 1 entry per 
exhibitor.  

4.	 Date of birth and flock letters are to be on the entry forms and will be printed in the 
catalogue.

5.	 Pens will be allocated by the Sheep Superintendent and Committee as available.
6.	 If fewer than 20 animals or 3 flocks are shown for any breed, then that breed will 

automatically be shown in the Any Other Breed section.
7.	 Substitutions will be allowed, as follows:

a.	 2 substitutions within breed and class per exhibitor.
b.	 Substitutions must be made with the Entry Clerk on or before the time that 

registration papers are checked at the show.
c.	 In the case of an animal purchased, then that animal may only be substituted 

for a purchased animal entry.
8.	 The following breeds must be shown in short fleece (staple not more than 1.5 inches 

or 3.8 cm): Dorset, N.C. Cheviot, Hampshire, Oxford, Southdown, Suffolk, and Texel.  
Exception: Special Slick Shorn Class entries (see specific rules).

9.	 All sheep must be washed and all breeds must be cleanly presented and of acceptable 
condition, subject to inspection by representatives of the sheep committee.  Failure to 
pass inspection will result in the immediate expulsion from the RAWF Sheep Barn.

10.	 All sheep must be checked for identification before the show.  Sheep that cannot be 
positively identified when checked by the committee will be barred from showing.  All 
animals must be identified by an approved tag and or legible tattoo.

11.	 Registration papers of sheep that are to be shown must be brought to the RAWF and 
be available for checking by a representative of the RAWF Sheep Committee.  The 
teeth and length of wool will be examined by an official commencing the afternoon 
of Wednesday, November 9.  All exhibitors or a representative must be present to 
personally present animals for checking of mouths and length of wool as well as 
original registration papers.

12.	 Reject animals will be marked and/or removed.
13.	 All sheep – including those exhibiting in the Breeding Sheep Show, Junior Sheep 

Show, Ladies Lead and Wool Competition, and Market Lamb Show – will be reviewed 
by the Culling Committee.  At the discretion of the Culling Committee and the 
RAWF, an official veterinarian appointed by the RAWF will conduct inspections for the 
presence of contagious and/or infectious diseases.  Any sheep deemed unfit by the 
official veterinarian will be asked to leave the facilities.

14.	 All exhibitors showing must be dressed in white shirts and black trousers while 
showing in the ring.  All clothing shall not bear any letters, marks or labels purporting 
to reveal the identity of the exhibitors.  No hats or caps are to be worn in the show 
ring. No entrance to the ring will be the result for failing to comply with this rule.

15.	 All sheep must be washed before arriving at the RAWF, and all sheep must be in 
proper condition.

16.	 Exhibitors may show sheep on halters.  In all classes two people may be permitted in 
the ring.
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17.	 NO SMOKING WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE SHEEP RING.
18.	 Blankets must be removed from all sheep following judging except class winners and/

or animals going directly to another exhibition.
19.	 All water from pens should be dumped in an appropriate place – not in the pens. Pens 

are to be left in dry conditions at time of release.
20.	 Exhibitors expecting to sell sheep for export during the RAWF should have their flocks 

inspected by an officer of the Food Production and Inspection Branch, Veterinary 
Inspection, Agriculture Canada within the 30-day period previous to the closing date 
of the show.  A copy of the inspection report should be filed at Agriculture and Agri-
Food Canada., 174 Stone Rd. W., Guelph, ON N1G 4S9.

21.	 If there is a class with more than 15 animals present at the time of the show, the class 
may be divided, according to the committee decisions.

22.	 In the case of an animal entered in a class that they no longer qualify for the animal 
will not be eliminated or disqualified but will be reclassified and may be moved to the 
next age group. No exhibitor may exceed the number of animals allowed as per Rule 
#3.
