Rules and Regulations:
1.	 The 2010 Grand Champion Showman and the exhibitor of the 2010 Grand 

Champion Lamb are ineligible to show in the 2011 TD Canada Trust Agriculture 
Services Junior Sheep Show.

2.	 All boys and girls who are 9 years of age on or before January 1, 2011 and have not 
reached their 22nd birthday by January 1, 2011, shall be eligible to participate in the 
2011 TD Canada Trust Agriculture Services Junior Sheep Show.

3.	 As with all RAWF Youth Activity events, 100% participation is expected by all 
participants.

4.	 Entries shall be made to: Agriculture Show Office, Royal Agricultural Winter Fair, 
The RICOH Coliseum, Direct Energy Centre, Exhibition Place, Toronto, Ontario 
M6K 3C3.

5.	 No artificial colouring may be used on any portion of the animal.
6.	 All animals entered must have been shown by the entrant at least once prior to the TD 

Canada Trust Junior Sheep Show in the year 2011 and MUST NOT BE SHOWN IN THE 
2011 ROYAL OPEN SHOW. Entries must be a Ewe Lamb, purebred or commercial born 
after January 1, 2011.

7.	 All sheep shown in the Junior Sheep Show will be checked at 8:15 a.m., Saturday, 
November 12 by the Culling Committee appointed by the RAWF. Any sheep deemed 
unfit by the official veterinarian will be asked to leave the show. Teeth and length of 
wool will also be checked.

8.	 All animals should arrive in show condition.
9.	 All wool must be no longer than 1.5 inches or 3.8 cm of wool (exception - longwool 

breeds).
10.	 A neat, tidy appearance is essential. BLACK SLACKS AND WHITE SHIRTS MUST BE 

WORN IN THE SHOW RING. Shirts will be provided. (NO NAVY OR GREY SLACKS OR 
BLUE JEANS WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE RING.)

11.	 Halters may not be used while in the show ring.
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12.	 SHOWMANSHIP CLASSES – contestants will be divided into novice, junior, 
intermediate and senior classes.  There is no set age classification and the 
committee reserves the right to divide contestants evenly throughout the 4 
categories.

13.	 CONFORMATION CLASSES – Classes will be offered for the following breeds:

Any breed class with less than five (5) exhibitors will be shown in the AOB class.
